Trinidad and Tobago houses one of the largest natural gas processing facilities in the Western Hemisphere.
The Phoenix Park Gas Processors Limited (PPGPL) natural gas liquids (NGL) complex is located in the Port
of Savonetta.

Emerging shale gas production has brought prices down,encouraging the revival of some idled ammonia and
methanol plants and the construction of new facilities that will commence operation over the next few years.
This represents a threat that can negatively impact Trinidad and Tobago's traditional gas marketsin the US.

How many methanol plants are there in Trinidad & Tobago?

With 11 ammonia plants and sevenmethanol plants,Trinidad and Tobago is the world's largest exporter of
ammonia and the second largest exporter of methanol,according to IHS Globa Insight (2013). Overall
production and export for ammonia,methanol,urea and UAN decreased to 428,240 Metric Tonnes (MT) in
2013 from 564,892 MT in 2012.
